The Lawn Institute Foundation conducts a yearly scholarship program
to administer endowed scholarship funds. All scholarships are
administered under the guidelines set forth by the donor.

AVAILABLE SCHOLARSHIPS

Dr. Henry W. Indyk Scholarship/Provided by Turf Producers International
The Dr. Henry W. Indyk Scholarship was established to honor a founding father of Turfgrass Producers International (TPI)
while benefiting all TP Members with assisting them in paying for the higher education of their immediate family or
designated staff. TPI would like to ensure that each scholarship application submitted is as informative as possible to
provide adequate information about the candidate to scholarship judges.

ELiGIBILITY

Limited to one applicant per TPl company membership per year.

Available to immediate family of TPI Class “A”, “B”, and “C” members or designated staff.
Candidate selected at the discretion of the TP member primary representative or owner who
may designate an immediate family member or a non-family company individual.

REQUIREMENTS

Current high school senior attending college for the first time in the upcoming school year.
Current undergraduate or post-graduate attending college in the upcoming school year.
Enrollment in any accredited public or private college, university, technical or vocational school.
Full-time student status.

Specialized study in turf industry is not necessary, though is encouraged.

Minimum high school GPA 2.5 on a 4.0 scale (or equivalent).

Deadline: March 21, 2008.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES

Complete electronic scholarship application, print hardcopy and send via postal mail.
» Two written essays: 300-500 words each, double-spaced, typed.

Essay Topic: 1. How do you see the turfgrass industry changing in the future?

2. How has the turfgrass industry affected your life?

» One academic faculty/staff reference.
Certified copy of most recent high school or collegiate transcript.
Submitted applications will be screened for requirements and proper grammar, punctuation, etc.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.

AWARD PROCEDURES

Winners will be announced at the TPl Summer Convention and Field Days in July.
Scholarship winners may not win two years in a row.

A check will be made payable to the student once the first term grade reports are submitted.
Mid term is acceptable. The marks given will have no bearing on the money rewarded. The
report will simply prove enrollment and attendance. (Note: If student withdraws from school,
all relevant school refunds must be returned to The Lawn Institute)

 $10,000 in total is available for distribution at the discretion of the selection committee.
